However, if 
someone is interested in just buying an ad, we are able to accommodate him or 
her as well.  This is an opportunity for additional exposure and contributions.   

 
4. Silent Auction – Our on-site silent auction and online silent auction has been a very 

This is another opportunity for 
Chairs to engage their network for in-kind donations. Silent auction items can range 
from: airline tickets, vacation, hotel and spa packages, computers and tech 
gadgets, fashion apparel and leather goods, experience packages that could be 
“be an extra in a movie” or “lunch with celebrity – Anderson Cooper”, etc.
